Minutes of the April 22, 2022 Friday, Quarterly Meeting of the District of Powers Lake
The meeting was called to order at 5:03 p.m. followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.
Roll Call:
Judy Jooss, Neal Kuhn, Ken Vesely, Bob Stoll, Dave Anstett, and Jim Michels were present.
Approval of January 14, 2022 and January 22, 2022 minutes:
Judy made a motion to approve the January 14th minutes. Bob seconded. Motion approved.
Ken made a motion to approve the January 22nd minutes. Dave seconded. Motion approved.
Municipalities:
Town of Randall {TOR}: Bob reported that the buoys on Powers Lake will be put out in the next 2 weeks. TOR looking for more water patrol officers.
Treasurer’s Report 
As of 04/22/2022:
$ 43,239.14 = Actual income to date
$ 11,441.40 = Actual expenses to date
$ 31,797.50 = Current cash balance
$ 79,667.80= Wetland Funds
The disbursements/actual expenses include the transfer of $10,000 from the wetland fund. At the August meeting, the AIS-BCS portion can be put into the wetland fun.
Neal made a motion to approve the pending expenses for WI Lake and Pond, the insurance and expenditures through July, 2022.Jim seconded. Motion carried. 
Neal and Dave will look into liability insurance coverage for the DPL.
Watershed Management
Lake Level
The lake level has risen due to the 6” of rain we had last week. Slow No Wake {SNW} during low water had been discussed at the January meeting.
Ken did extensive research online and by telephone. He can find no instance of a SNW due to low water levels anywhere in the state. Ken also contacted the individuals who do the measurements for lake depth and found that our lake varies no more than 12”-14” per year from highest to lowest. The average is .8-.9 feet. The 1.3ft. level is SNW for Jefferson Bay and 1.5ft.level for entire lake. Ken said the criteria available indicate that the bottom is stirred up but is back to normal within 24 hrs. in cases studied. No one can actually say or quantify that it is causing permanent damage.
Neal felt that if you are never or rarely going to reach that level, then is SNW closure advisable with all that is involved with DNR and TOR? 
Dave has observed from his vantage point that it is not just ballast affecting lake bottom. Other boats that are not on plane affect the lake bottom also especially close to the buoys.
Bob indicated that buoys are placed 200 ft. from shore and 150 ft. apart not water depth determined.
A mention of this should be added to the Common Sense flyer. Emails could also be sent during low water. The education rather than legislation theory would apply here.
Jim has observed less chara growth in Jefferson Bay which he feels is due to lake bottom damage and Jefferson Bay residents would support this to protect the lake and their property values. Neal has observed absence of this since he has lived here. Nancy M has observed large quantities near mouth of Bay.
Dave said plants change every year sometimes due to ice changes. This year, he has observed all the plants around his dock are gone. Every year it changes drastically in the shallow waters. Ice depth his year was 15”.
At this point, there does not appear to be enough information to act on it. It has been a good conversation which will continue. There was also a conversation about putting a buoy in the 
middle of the entrance to the bay indicating shallow water, trim motors if you can.
Aquatic Plant Management
This year’s contract indicates only 2.95 acres of EWM and CLP require treatment. We will continue to treat successfully.
Water Testing
We are grateful that, once again, Mark Halvey has volunteered to do the summer water testing for E coli
Dave Moore volunteered at the last meeting to do the secchi disc readings. Training materials are available. Since there have been problems with logging onto the site, Judy said they will send someone out to the lake to help. 
Fish Stocking
The Sportsmens Club has agreed to donate $1,000 which added to the TOR contribution of $1,500 and the DPL contribution of $5,000 brings our budget amount to $7,500. The small mouth bass and walleye in equal amounts have been ordered again from Gollon Fish Farm. The DNR will not stock any northern in our lake due to the fact we are not a sentinel lake. If we did our own monitoring/testing/sampling and study is would cost over $20,000. We can stock our own northern. 
Considering a catch and send a photo to district website of any northern caught on the lake. Can put in the newsletter. 
Dave has seen a great growth of the same types we have stocked. Examples have grown from 11” to 29” in two three years. We could possibly restock in a year.
Other Business:
Website
Neal thanked Ken for his efforts in getting it up to date. 
Neal felt we could start to archive documents on the website.
Newsletter:Include items noted above and additions to Common Sense flier. No changes in ordinances for boating safely flier.
Citizen Comments
Nancy Kemp could not find the agenda on the website. She also would like a notification to be sent out for water treatment.
Jeff Pearl feels many people do not know about the DPL. He feels the DPL should reach out more and do more communication and education. Judy and Bob gave him sources for the information he mentioned.
Jim asked about the deadfalls in Jefferson Bay Colony and Neal said it was taken care of by volunteers.

Dave made a motion to adjourn the open portion of the meeting, Neal  seconded. Motion passed. The open meeting was adjourned at  6:11p.m. The board then went into closed session.
